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2010 CSA (Community Supported Agriculture) Contract

What is a CSA?
· Here are the basics: a farmer offers a certain number of "shares" to the public. Typically the share consists of a box of vegetables, but other farm products may be included. Interested consumers purchase a share (aka a "membership" or a "subscription") and in return receive a box (bag, basket) of seasonal produce each week throughout the farming season. (definition from localharvest.org)

· Lake Wylie (At the corner of Carroll Cove Rd and Hwy 49)
· Rock Hill (On Cherry Road across from Cherry Park)
How much does it cost?
· Small Share - $150 (average of $22/week)
· Large Share - $225 (average of $32/week)
How long will it last?
· 7 weeks (Starts August 18th Ends October 1st)
