Motion to recommend that Presbytery grant the request of the Session 
of Frankford PC, that Elder Don Hamilton be approved to officiate at 
the Sacrament of Communion for 2012, dates as follow:  3/4, 4/1, 4/5, 
5/6, 6/3, 7/1, 8/5, 9/2, 10/7, 11/4, 11/21, 12/2, and 12/24.  (Don has been 
trained and has been granted this permission for several years.)

Motion to recommend that Presbytery grant the request of the Session 
of Louisiana, Elmwood PC, that Elders Tim Turco and Mary Nell 
McFarland be approved to officiate at the Sacrament of Communion

and have been granted permission in the past.)

Motion to recommend that Presbytery grant the Rev. David Castrodale, member of East Iowa Presbytery, permission to labor within the bounds of MUP to continue serving as stated supply for Alexandria PC, 2012.

Motion to recommend that Presbytery concur with the congregations of Louisiana, First and Louisiana, Elmwood to dissolve the yoke of these two congregations as well as concur with their congregational votes to dissolve the pastoral relationship between both churches and the Rev. John Lersch, effective 12/31/11.  (Meeting at First, 12/18/11 John Lersch moderating; meeting at Elmwood, 12/25/11 Mike Lewton moderating.)

Motion to recommend that Presbytery concur with the congregational vote on 12/18/11 of Louisiana, FPC to extend a half-time call to the Rev. John Lersch effective 1/1/12.  Terms of call:  Cash salary – 15,000; Housing & Utilities – 4,500; Travel reimbursement – 1,000; Board of Pension – 7,890; Dental Insurance – 871; and Continuing Education allowance – 500 for a total of $29,761.

Motion to recommend that, if the way be clear, Missouri Union Presbytery dissolve the congregations of Chula and Knob Noster and that their ministries be celebrated and recognized.    (Neither of these congregations has been meeting for worship for some time.)

Motion to request that the Presbytery examine for membership, the Rev. Helen Logan, Director, Mission Effectiveness at Fulton State Hospital (chaplaincy, validated ministry), currently a member of Giddings-Lovejoy Presbytery.  Terms of call exceed the presbytery minimum and include pension, insurance, vacation, and continuing education.  Annual salary - $48,084.
